Nominee for Elder, Bill Cummins 
Bill Cummins is the founding pastor of Bear Creek Commu-
nity Church in the Stockton/Lodi community. The church 
started in a house with 7 people. Over the next 30 years it 
grew to a community of 1200 people and a fully developed 
10 acre campus. Pastor Bill retired from the church in 2019 
and, that same year, he and Janet were married. Together 
they have 5 children and 11 grandchildren. Bill has been a 
member at RMCC since 2019 and has served in many volun-
teer roles including Care Teams, Growth Groups and Cam-
paign Coordinator for our Build Up to Reach Out initiative.
